Subject: AB 222 Bio-Refineries and Conversion Technologies

Assemblyman Adams,

| am writing to you tod ay to clarify statements made during the hearing held on
Tuesday April 27, 2009 for AB 222. It has come to my attention that Jane
Williams, Executive Director of California Communities Against Toxics, made
statements during the hearing directly referringt o testing conducted on the
International Environmental Solutions (IES) Advanced Pyrolysis System. |
would like to address two comments made by Ms. Williams directly.

To the best of my knowledge, Ms. Williams stated that during source testing
the IES system had to be shut down due to not being able to meet the emission
limits set forth by the South Coast Air Quality Management District (SCAQMD).
The source testing Ms. Williams is referring to was conducted in November of
2003. This NOx emissions testing was conducted to establish a baseline NOx
level by which we could determine the proper control methods. Once this
baseline data was determined it allowed IES to design and later install
technology to reduce the NOx emissions. This type of baseline testing is
typical when looking at designing control technologies. As noted, this allowed
IES to install our chosen NOx control device for all future testing at the
Southern California, Romoland facility. From 2004 through 2007 IES has
conducted numerous source tests on various waste streams, including
municipal solid waste, and has passed all emission limits set forth on our
permits issued by the SCAQMD.
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A second comment made by Ms. Williams was that IES could not obtain a
permit from the SCAQMD for full term 0 peration. This statement is also false.
During 2008, IES personnel, along with multiple consultants, worked to

compile all the necessary data for our full term operating permit application

for the SCAQMD. Unfortunately this completed application has not be en filed
with the SCAQMD because of the permit moratorium issued in January 2009 by
the District. It is our intent once the moratorium is lifted to file this application
with the SCAQMD for full term operation. All data gathered from 2003 through
2007 hasenabled IES to show compliance with all of the air limits set forth by
the SCAQMD. It is anticipated that after the application is filed, our full term
operating permit will be issued within 9 months.

| am very pleased to hear of the progress AB 222 has m ade. As you can see
from the dates referenced in this letter, because of outdated laws and
uncertain permitting guidelines, the process has been lengthy to say the least.
IES is a small company, which made this long process even more difficult.
However, we feel the benefits of reducing waste while creating clean,
renewable energy, for not only California, but also the world, is well worth the
time and effort.
